Trash Collection

Residents are reminded that there is a two (2) cart (64-96
gallons) limit per household. Trash cart is not to be placed
out for collection earlier than 3:00 p.m. the evening before
scheduled collection date.

Bulk Item Collection

J. P. Mascaro collects bulk-items from residential properties
with the regular trash on Wednesday. Curbside bulk items
are collected with regular trash - one (1) item per household
per week. There is no need to call Bath Borough to make an
appointment. J.P. Mascaro requires that all mattresses and
box springs be wrapped and sealed in plastic when
disposed. Plastic bags can also be purchased at most
home goods stores and moving companies. Bulk items can
include furniture, carpets, appliances and tree limbs or
trunks larger than 3” in diameter (cannot be longer than 36”)
certain restrictions apply. Carpets and padding must be cut
into 3-foot widths, rolled, tied or taped. Only 10 rolls of
carpet/padding per pick up. Bulk items do not include
White/Metal goods, construction waste, hazardous waste,
tires or electronics.

White Item Collection

White items will be collected two (2) times per year (April 19
and October 18, 2025. Refer to the calendar for details.
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Il Trash collected every Wednesday.

White goods consist of items such as a dishwasher, dryer,
hot water heater, stove and washer.

Appliances containing freon (including refrigerators, freez-
ers, A/Cs and dehumidifiers) can’t be picked up unless the
freon is removed and has certified removal sticker on it.
